The text Better Coaching — Advanced Coach’s Manual and Workbook will be used, with mention
of a variety of other recommended texts throughout the course.

The Level 2 coaching principles component, combined with the sport specific component plus practical
coaching hours, will provide Level 2 accreditation within the National Coaching Accreditation Scheme.
